The exclusive rental price for the museum is EUR 5,000 for a standard rental
period of three (3) hours.
Additional time beyond these three hours is charged at EUR 1,250 per hour.
Upon request, the museum may close up to two (2) hours earlier than the
regular closing time.

A surcharge applies for early closure:
EUR 2,500 per hour in the low season
EUR 5,000 per hour in the high season

The garden is available as an additional event space for a fixed fee of EUR
1,750.
This fee covers three (3) hours when rented separately, and unlimited hours
when combined with museum rental.
